SHARE PURCHASE PLAN CLOSED

Kairos Minerals Limited (ASX: KAI) is pleased to announce that its Share Purchase Plan (SPP),
announced to the market on 9 May 2017, has now closed.

The SPP was fully underwritten by Patersons Securities Limited (“Patersons”), subject to
shareholder approval. Paterson and CPS Securities Limited acted as Joint Lead Manager to
the Placement and SPP.

Kairos offered eligible shareholders the opportunity to subscribe for new shares up to a
maximum value of $15,000 per eligible shareholder.

At closing time for the SPP (5pm AEST on 2 June 2017) applications totalling $545,100 had
been received from 116 shareholders. The Company appreciates the support of its
shareholders.
